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I .  I N T R O D U C T I O N  
 

Sections 66001 and 66006 of the Government Code require that  Long Beach Unif ied 

School District  ("School District") provide to the publ ic information on impact fees  

received from new residential  and commercial/industrial  development to mitigate 

the impact of that new development on the school faci l i t ies of the School District . 

The School District  currently col lects statutory school fees ("Statutory School Fees")  

pursuant to Sections 17620 et seq.  of the Education Code and Sections 65995 et seq. 

of the Government Code,  and alternative school faci l i ty fees ("Alternative School  

Fees") col lected pursuant  to Sections 65995.5,  65995.6,  and 65995.7 of the 

Government Code (col lectively,  "Reportable  Fees").   

 

The School District is  required to provide the fol lowing information on Reportable 

Fees for the prior f iscal  year:  

1 . Amounts col lected 

2. Amount of interest earned  

3. Amounts spent on projects to accommodate addit ional  enrol lment from new 

residential  and commercial/industrial  development  

 

The Reportable Fees do not include special  tax proceeds,  proceeds of bonds,  or 

letters of credit  to secure payment of  Reportable Fees at a future  date.   Further,  the 

School District identi f ies Reportable Fees have not been levied,  collected,  or 

imposed for general  revenue purposes.

1 . The purpose to which unexpended Reportable Fees wi ll  be spent

Fee Justi f ication Study for the School District dated March 19,  2020).
