Section504 isafederal lawthat prohibits discriminationagainst individuals with adisability in
anyprogramreceiving federal assistance. The Act definesapersonwith adisability asanyone
who:

Hasamental or physical impairment, which substantially limits oneor more major life
activities (such as caring for one's self, performing manual tasks, walking, seeing,
hearing, speaking, breathing, learning, working, eating, sleeping, standing, lifting,
bending, reading, concentrating, thinking and communicating).

In order to fulfill its obligation under Section 504, Long Beach Unified School District
(LBUSD) recognizes a responsibility to avoid discrimination on policies and practicesregarding
its personnel, students and their parents. No discrimination against any person solely due to
his/her disability willknowingly be permitted in any of the programs and practices inthe school
system.

LBUSD hasspecificresponsibilitiesunderthe Act, whichincludetheresponsibilitytoidentify,
evaluate, and ifthechild has acurrent disability and isdetermined to be eligible under Section
504, to afford access to appropriate educational programs.

If the parentor guardian disagrees with the determination made by the professional staff of
LBUSD, he/she has aright to a hearing with an impartial hearing officer.
